Stir in the flour mixture with a wooden spoon until no dry spots 
remain. Rise: Cover and let the dough rise until nearly tripled in 
size (about 2–3 hours). Shape: Dust with flour, cut off portions of 
dough, and gently shape. Rest 40 minutes. Bake: Preheat oven 
to 450°F (230°C), then lower to 375°F (190°C) once the bread 
is in. Bake on a floured or cornmeal-dusted baking sheet or 
terracotta dish. Steam: Place a small pan of water in the oven for 
a crisp, golden crust.
